Please make two separate checks; one for the booth fee and additional parking pass fee (if
needed) and another check for the application fee. Send 3 photos of your craft with your
application. One photo should be of the structure you intend to use. We encourage all vendors
(craft & food alike) to decorate their booth in order to add to the festive nature of this unique
event. The following year’s event will be half priced to the best-decorated booth. Remember that
you are also a part of your booth so decorate yourself as welll The sky’s the limit here, Folks!
Food vendors need to submit a full menu in addition to_all appropriate licenses. Only food
vendors may have trailers. However, we prefer you to use a stick booth if you have one
and any corporate logos need to be covered for the event. Please do not dump grease in
the grate found behind the food area. There has been grease in there for the past two
years and if it happens again the offending vendor will be charged damages and not
invited back! There will be no power available to crafters. We will be open until dusk &
encourage you to find alternative sources to light your booth. We are an environmentally friendly
festival. Therefore, alternative power is required, as is recycling. The rule being: if you bring it in,
you take it out. No refunds will be given once accepted. If we are unable to offer you a space,
your payment will be refunded. The $15 application fee is non-refundable. All fees & photos must
accompany the application. If you wish to have your photos returned, please include a SASE. The
Event Board reserves the right to jury all applications & refuse any vendor or item. Vendors not
following the guidelines will be closed immediately with no refund or admission to future events.
Application fees must be same day bankable. However, booth fees may be post-dated until April
30, 2010. Vendors will not hold Eagle Island State Park, The Experience Festival,
Gruntwerk’s Productions, participants, directors, volunteers, or employees responsible for
claims, fees, damages, or expenses before, during, or after the event period. By signing
the application, you are stating that you agree with the above, as well as, to abide by the
rules or risk being removed from the event. There will be no camping and gates will be
locked at 11 P.M. no one will be allowed in or out after the gates close. This is in everyone
best interest.
